Guest Speaker:  Joan Oliva, Executi ve Director
! Comm unity R edevelopment Associations (CRA).
Ms. Oliva will explain the CRA’s current role in Lake Worth 
including their financing sources, how they work with the City and 
their long term goals. Lake Worth CRA partners with community 
organizations to provide assistance in carrying out mutual goals 
and objectives.

A few of  their cur rent projects are:
• $23.2 million federal grant to buy and refurbish about 130 

homes. Goals of  the program include rehabilitating 75 homes 
for resale, 25 properties for rentals, demolishing 10 homes and 
establishing a land bank of  30 lots.
• lease-to-purchase agreement for a 1927 building one block 
west of  city hall at 1000 Lake Avenue which will be used for art 

exhibits and eventually renovated and sold as part of  the 
Cultural Renaissance Program.

• work with the city to develop a Bicycle Network Plan.
• In addition, the CRA is one of  the sponsors for The Street 
Painting Festival, Great American Cleanup, Lake Worth Festival of 
Trees and many other programs that affect our lives.

Post Office Landscaping Revitalization ~
The post office is one of  the city’s historic gems, and 
the Downto wn Jewel Neighborhood 
Association ’s Treasurer Sandy Weston, has 
spearheaded this project to bring the property’s 
landscaping and facade back to the condition a 
building of  this stature deserves.
The association’s primary aim is to replace the dead 
palm trees, plant decorative shrubs to mask the chain 
link fence and re-sod the property. With a May 22nd 
target date, dollar contributions and volunteers are 
needed for the clearing and planting process, estimated 
to be completed in a weekend.
Support from the United States Post Office, the City of 
Lake Worth, the PBSO and McGreevy Horticulture 
Services is already in place.
